Juneteenth, also known as “Freedom Day” or “Emancipation Day”, commemorates the announcement of the 

abolition of slavery in Texas. On September 22
nd

, 1862, President Abraham Lincoln issued the Preliminary 

Emancipation Proclamation effectively ending the practice of slavery; however the Proclamation had little 

effect in the State of Texas until two and half years later. 

 

On June 19
th

, 1865 in Galveston, Texas, Union General Gordon Granger issued the following statement: 

 

“The people of Texas are informed that in accordance with a proclamation from the Executive of the United 

States, all slaves are free. This involves an absolute equality of personal rights and rights of property between 

former masters and slaves, and the connection heretofore existing between them becomes that between 

employer and hired labor”. 

 

Historically, the celebrations and gatherings that followed abolishing slavery in the State of Texas brought a 

sense of unity into the newly formed relationships and communities. In an effort to continue tradition of uniting 

a community, we are asking for your help in supporting this effort. A tax deductible contribution toward this 

worthwhile event wil ensures the success and continuance of this commemoration celebration.

PARADE RULES AND REGULATIONS 

 

This informational packet is your guide to participating in the 2011 Juneteenth Parade, however 

returning the application does not guarantee your acceptance into the Annual Parade. Applications are 

reviewed for their entertainment value. Juneteenth Parade Committee decisions regarding all entries are 

final. 

 
The following rules and regulations apply to all Annual Parade applicants: 

1. Entries must observe all applicable rules and regulations along with police and /or parade officials, or  be barred from the parade which will 

jeopardize their future invitations to the Annual Parade. The Juneteenth Parade Committee reserves the right to remove any entrant from 

the parade that does not follow rules, has safety concerns, inappropriate displays or is deemed an unsuitable entry for the event. Floats and 

other units advocating, opposing or depicting any political, religious or social issues are subject to approval by the Parade Committee. 

2. All entries must be approved by the Juneteenth Parade Committee. Event parking, parade route, your assembly area, assembly times as well 

as additional instruction will be given at the registration meeting. 

3. All entries must be decorated, in costume/uniform or otherwise entertaining, with the exception of dignitaries. The Juneteenth Committee 

reserves the right to withdraw any unit of which costume or performance does not meet parade rules and regulations, or conform to the 
standards of reasonable public taste. Appropriate dress is required. Please remember children will be present along the parade route.  

4. Only individually wrapped candies will be allowed to be tossed along the parade route. Items such as beads, koozies, bumper stickers, 

money, flyers, etc. may not be thrown, but may be distributed curbside hand to hand. 

5. Parade participants may not mingle with or accost parade route spectators. 

6. Alcoholic beverages are strictly forbidden on any float, in any vehicle, or on the person of any participant. Participants consuming alcohol 

prior or during the parade will be removed from the line-up. 

7. Displaying or dispensing any drug, and/or any drug paraphernalia is prohibited. Any participant engaging in such action will be removed 

from the parade and police will be notified. 

8. No additional vehicles (including, but not limited to cars, vans, scooters and marchers) will be allowed to accompany units, unless deemed 

essential by the Juneteenth Parade Committee. 

9. Entries that do not appear on parade day without prior notification to the Celebration Office will jeopardize their future invitations to the 

Annual Parade. 

10. The discharge of firearms, firecrackers, or other pyrotechnics is not permitted. 

11. Royalty must ride upon a float/vehicle. 

12. All participants must complete the entire parade route. 

13. Animals (with the exception of Equestrian entries) will not be permitted in the parade. 

14. Organizations/groups using a sound system are responsible for obtaining and maintaining their own equipment. 

15. Commercial entries include any entry sponsored by or displaying commercial signage will be charged (see registration form), non-profit 

organizations and community groups will be charged (see registration form) and the fee for sponsors will be waived, allowing one 

decorated vehicle to enter the Annual Parade. The fee increases after June 10th, 2011. Non-profit organizations/groups who cannot pay the 
entrance fee may apply for a stipend. Please submit a written explanation of your need for a stipend and return your application by the 

registration deadline. No refunds or credits are issued. 
 

INSURANCE 

1. All floats, vehicles, and equestrian entries must provide proof of insurance. 

2. Evidence of your insurance must be received by G.E.A.Y.A prior to June 18th, 2011. 

3. Any entry not providing evidence of insurance will not be allowed to participate in the 2011 Annual Parade. 

 

 

MECHANICAL BRE AKDOWNS 
 

If you have difficulties with your vehicle/float it will be towed (at vehicle owner’s expense). Every effort will be made to pull the float along the

EQUESTRIAN ENTRY  

1. A clean up unit is provided by the City of Austin Solid Waste Services immediately following the parade. 

2. Equestrian entries must be able to travel the over two mile parade route in the heat of a June day. 

3. All horses must have intra-oral bits or a hackamore in their mouth at all times. Any rider showing inability to control his animal will be 

deemed unsafe and will be removed from the parade. 

4. No riders under 10 years of age. 
 
 

BANDS - MARCHING  & DANCE G ROUPS 

1. Dance/Marching groups must be part of an organization. 

2. Marching groups must be in uniform and accompanied by a banner or vehicle (see vehicle requirements). 

3. Participants walking/marching with an entry or marching band must be at least 10 years of age. 

4. Costumed individuals or walkers are allowed to distribute approved flyers, candy, and money. 

5. Band members, directors, support personnel, and walkers must be in uniform or costume. 

6. There should be one adult for every 10 children marching in the parade. All adults should also be dressed in costume or uniform. 

7. Forward movement maneuvers ONLY are permitted by the marching units. A spacing of 50 feet between each unit will be 

enforced. All units are required to close the gap between participants when asked by parade officials. 

8. All marching units must maintain a forward motion. Routines that cause gaps will not be permitted and subject to be removed 

from the parade.  

9. Any entrants consisting of children less than 10 years of age need to be on a float/vehicle or followed by a pick up vehicle. No children 

under the age of 8 will be allowed to walk in the parade. 
 
MOTORCYCLE CLUBS  

1. Club must be a legitimate organization (criteria for “legitimate” is in development). 

2. Colors or identification flags are required. 

3. Only one rider per bike will be allowed. 

4. Stunts. Tire rubber burning, or breaking formation is forbidden. Violators will be pulled immediately and the entire club will be banned 

from future parades. 
 
VEHICLE/FLOAT  

1. All vehicles/Trailers must be decorated. 

2. Entries may display a wide variety of designs, so long as they are in good taste. 

3. Drivers must remain with their float/vehicle prior to the commencement of the parade. Please note the parade may travel along a slight 

grade and move slowly, this can be very hard on manual cars and their drivers. 

4. You are required to display a banner/sign identifying your organization on both sides of your float/vehicle. Only one commercial name to 

be visible per entry. 

5. Sound is permitted with a float or vehicle with prior specific approval from the Juneteenth Parade Committee. Sound must not contain 

sexually explicit lyrics or profanity. Only a limited number of floats/vehicles with sound can be approved due to conflicts with bands, 
equestrian entries, and other floats/vehicles. 

6. Floats are not to exceed 14 feet in height or 10 feet in width. Maximum length is 12 feet per unit. Floats may be pulled by a small car, 

truck, tractor, or 4-wheeler. They may not be pulled by hand unless in the case of an emergency. Floats must accommodate a tow rope. 

7. Floats are to not stop for more than two minutes along the parade. 

8. If you have difficulties with your float/vehicle it will be towed (at vehicle owner’s expense). Every effort will be made to pull the float 

along the parade route, however the parade committee will evaluate whether it can be safely pulled or if it should be removed from the 

parade. Please keep in mind that a good running motor, with adequate fuel is a critical part of every float. 

9. All exhaust pipes near decoration or people must be insulted 

10. Floats must be capable of maneuvering around sharp turns. 

11. All participants riding on floats must be wearing safety belts or have handholds while the float is moving. 

12. Each float entry must provide a single float walker. The float walker is the communications link between parade traffic people and 

the float driver. 

13. Costumed individuals that enhance the theme of the entry are allowed to walk with prior approval from the Juneteenth Parade Committee. 

Walkers are allowed to distribute approved flyers, candy, or money. 

14. Each parade float must have a fire extinguisher. 

15. Please no open flames on any floats/vehicles. 

16. All floats/vehicles must have a licensed operator. A current copy of vehicle insurance is required for each vehicle in the parade and must be 

submitted with the application. 

17. Juneteenth Parade Committee reserves the right to refuse any vehicle losing fluids, emitting unacceptable exhaust fumes, or in poor 

operation condition. 

18. Participants in floats/vehicles should be neat and clean in appearance and present a positive image of the sponsoring organization. 

19. Antique vehicles, floats, and motorcycle groups are encouraged. Miscellaneous vehicle entries must be approved in advance.

INSTALLATION OF EXHIBITS: All booths must be ready for Exhibitor/Vendor occupancy a minimum of two hours prior to the start of each event.  Move-in will not be 

permitted during show hours, no exceptions. No refunds will be provided-See the Booth Refund and Cancellation Policy below.   
 

DISMANTLING/PACKING OF EXHIBITS: Exhibitor/Vendor shall not pack equipment, literature, or other materials or dismantle exhibits until 8:00 pm on Saturday, June 18th, 

2011. Exhibitor/Vendor shall remove all personal property from Rosewood Park by 10:00 pm on June 18th, 2011. 
 

CLEAN-UP DEPOSIT AND REFUND: Exhibitor/Vendor shall remove all personal property, trash and debris from the rented area (10x10 or 10x20 area) throughout the

ON SITE CHECK-IN/PERSONNEL/BADGES: Exhibitor/Vendor must attend ONE of the Juneteenth Registration meetings held on May 19th, May 26th, or June 2rd at Chestnut 

House at 6:00 pm.  Permits must be readily available to Austin Police and Health inspectors on the day of the event. Tickets will be issued for noncompliance. 
 

BOOTH REFUND AND CANCELLATION POLICY: G.E.A.Y.A reserves the right, upon cancellation or forfeiture by Exhibitor/Vendor, to reassign and lease booth(s) assigned 

to Exhibitor/Vendor to any other applicant or Exhibitor/Vendor. In the event Exhibitor/Vendor cancels or forfeits this contract on or before June 2nd, 2011, AGENT shall refund 

the rental rate less fifty (50%) of the total rental rate for the booth(s). In the event Exhibitor/Vendor cancels or forfeits this contract after June 4th, 2011; AGENT shall not refund 

any portion of the rental rate for the booth(s). All deductions made to the rental rate are to compensate AGENT as liquidated damages. AGENT and Exhibitor/Vendor agree 

that the actual amount of damages resulting from a cancellation or forfeiture by Exhibitor/Vendor would be difficult to determine and that the amounts specified in this 

paragraph are reasonable estimates of damages associated with a cancellation or forfeiture. All notices of cancellation must be in writing. No refunds for payments to any third 

party including service contractors will be made or are the responsibility of AGENT. If Exhibitor/Vendor fails to arrive at booth location(s), set up and occupy booth(s) a 

minimum of 2 hours prior to the event, Exhibitor/Vendor shall forfeit any and all rights and interest in the booth(s). If there are to be refunds issued a refund check will be mailed 

out on or before July 15th, 2011. 
 

INDEMNIFICATION: Exhibitor/Vendor shall protect, defend, hold harmless and indemnify AGENT for any loss, damage, expense, or penalty arising from any action, including 

an action based upon strict liability or negligence, on account of personal injury or property damage to Exhibitor/Vendor, its employees, guests, licensees, convention 

attendees, or property. Exhibitor/Vendor shall assume all risk of any loss, damage, or injury. 
 

ATTORNEYSõ FEES: If Exhibitor/Vendor or AGENT is a prevailing party in any legal proceeding brought as a result of a dispute under or related to this contract, such 

prevailing party shall be entitled to recover from the non-prevailing party all costs of such proceeding and reasonable attorneysô fees. 
 

SAVINGS CLAUSE, ACKNOWLEDGMENT, ENTIRE CONTRACT, AND ASSIGNABILITY: Should any clause of this contract be found invalid or unenforceable by a court of 

law, the remainder of this contract shall not be affected, and all other provisions of this contract shall remain valid and enforceable. Exhibitor/Vendor acknowledges that 

Exhibitor/Vendor has read this contract and understands its contents. The entire contract between AGENT and Exhibitor/Vendor and cannot be changed except by written 

agreement. AGENT and Exhibitor/Vendor acknowledge that there are no other contracts or conditions other than as set forth in this contract. This contract may not be 

assigned by either party without the written approval of the other party. 
 

SPACE AGREEMENT: Providing for the safeguarding of Exhibitor/Vendorôs products is the responsibility of Exhibitor/Vendor from the time such products are moved into the 

booth(s) until they are removed by Exhibitor/Vendor. The AGENT shall not be responsible for, or guarantee to Exhibitor/Vendor, the safety of any property against fire, 

accident, theft, or loss or against persons for injury. AGENT reserves the right to require Exhibitor/Vendor to terminate for the duration of show hours any and all activities 

conducted inside or surrounding an event and/or Exhibitor/Vendorôs booth location(s) that AGENT, at its sole discretion, determines is inappropriate, disruptive, or offensive.       
 

CARE OF PROPERTY: Exhibitor/Vendor shall not permit any property, article, or item to be brought into, or permit any act to be done inside or surrounding any Juneteenth 

event that will increase or void policies of insurance held by AGENT. Exhibitor/Vendor shall not permit any act by its employees or independent contractors that shall in any 

manner mar or deface the premises.
